This request is being made in connection with ongoing investigations being conducted by the Antitrust Division of the U.S. Department of Justice pursuant to Section 7A(e)(1) of the Clayton Act, 15 U.S.C. § 18a, and Section 803.20 of the Premerger Notification Rules and Regulations, 16 C.F.R. § 803.20.  

The Department is seeking information and documents related to proposed, planned, or contemplated acquisitions of companies in the property and casualty insurance industry by companies in or related to the tobacco industry.   This request includes proposed acquisitions in one or more selected foreign countries.

As you know, in the case or a proposed merger or acquisition, 15 U.S.C. § 18a(e)(2) and 16 C.F.R. § 803.20 permits a second request for information which extends the waiting period during which a proposed transaction may not be consummated for 30 days.  Although this request may be considered informal, and for informational purposes only, we request that you treat it with the same level of urgency as a formal second request.

If the company believes that the required search or any other part of the Request can be narrowed in any way that is consistent with the Department’s need for documents and information, you are encouraged to discuss such questions and possible modifications with the Department representatives identified on the last page of this Request.  All modifications to this Request must be agreed to in writing by those representatives.  

DEFINITIONS AND INSTRUCTIONS

For the purposes of this Request, the following definitions and instructions apply:

A. The term “discussing” when used to refer to documents means analyzing, constituting, summarizing, reporting on, considering, recommending, setting forth or describing a subject.  Documents that contain reports, studies, forecasts, analyses, plans, proposals, evaluations, recommendations, directives, procedures, policies, or guidelines regarding a subject should be treated as documents that discuss the subject.  
B. Solely for the purpose of the TREC 2007 legal track, “document” means all data, information or writings stored in the TREC legal database, including without limitation: any written, electronic or computerized files, data or software; memoranda; emails; correspondence; OCR scanned images; communications; reports; summaries; studies; analyses; evaluations; notes or notebooks; indices; spreadsheets; logs; books; pamphlets; binders; calendar or diary entries; ledger entries; press clippings; graphs; tables; charts; printouts; drawings; maps; meeting minutes; transcripts.  The term “document” encompasses all metadata associated with the document.  The term also includes all drafts associated with any particular document.   The term includes all electronically stored information as referenced in the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure

C. The term “person” includes the company and means any natural person, corporate entity, partnership, association, joint venture, government entity, or trust.

D. The term “relating to” means in whole or in part constituting, containing, concerning, discussing, describing, analyzing, identifying, or stating.

E. The term “proposed transaction” means any proposed, planned, or reasonably contemplated acquisition of a property and casualty insurance company.
